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GRANDFATHER'S ANCESTRY

From the Church records in Norway we learn that our great-great-great grandfather, Ole Larson Quale, was
born about 1750 in Evanger, Voss, Norway. He had a daughter, Britha, who married at Tackle; and a son, Lars.

Lars Olson Quale married Ingeborg Anderson Styve, who had inherited her father's "gaard" (farm). According
to the prevailing custom, Lars then assumed the name of the "gaard", so he was from then on known as Lars Styve.
Lars and Ingeborg had seven children, namely: Ole, Brynjel, Henrik, Anna, Ingeborg, Guri and Britha.

Ole, who was the oldest son of Lars and Ingeborg Styve, was our immediate ancestor. He met with a tragic
death, being drowned on his voyage home from a fishing expedition. He had four children, Lars, Ole (our grandfather)
Anders and Gjertrud.

Grandfather's oldest brother was Lars Olson Quale, a half-brother. He was born in 1808 and married Britha 0.
Vinje. They had four children, Ingeborg, Kari, Ole and Britha, all born in Norway. In 1850 they emigrated to America,
going to Dane County, Wisconsin.

Grandfather's sister, Gjertrud, married Jakob Styve. When grandfather emigrated, Gjertrud and her husband
bought the old farm and remained there until their deaths. They had four children.

Grandfather's youngest brother, Henrik (?) Styve, was a merchant in Haugesund, Norway. There were five
children, a daughter and four sons, Ole Mikal, Lauritz, Gustav and Emanuel.

Ole Anderson Styve, our great-great-great-great grandfather had six sons, Anders, Johannes, Nils, Ole, Gullik
and Knut.

Anders, being the oldest, and therefore the possessor of the Odelsret, inherited the family home. He had two
daughters, Ingeborg and Britha.

Our grandmother's grandfather, Ole Pederson Nesthus had three children, Peder, Rannvei and Ole.

Peder Olson Nesthus was married at Nesthus. He had three children, Ole Pederson Nesthus, Jorgen Pederson
Nesthus and Brytva. Ole Pederson Nesthus, son of Peder Olson Nesthus, was born in 1811 and married Anna
Rognaldson Glimme. He came to this country in 1845 and lived in Chicago as a drayman. His children were Margrethe
and Jorgen, who both died unmarried, and Peder 0. Nesthus, who lived in Kansas City, Kansas. He is reported to have
had large land holdings in that section of the country. He had three daughters. Jorgen Pederson Nesthus, also son of
Peder Olson Nesthus, was born in 1814 and came to Chicago from Muskego in 1845. He was cited for bravery in the
Mexican War, where he served under the name of George Pelson. He fell at the battle of Buena Vista. He was not
married. Brytva, only daughter of Peder Olson Nesthus, also lived at Chicago.

Rannvei Olson Nesthus, only daughter of Ole Pederson Nesthus, was married to Nils Olson Midthun. They
had two children, Ole Nilson Midthun and Guri Nilson Midthun, who married Ole Olson Styve. Guri Nilson Midthun
Styve and Ole Olson Styve were our grandparents. Grandmother's father, Nils Olson Midthun had two brothers,
Anders 0. and Ole 0. Midthun.

Nils Olson Midthun was married twice. His first wife's name was Guri. They had three children, Jorond, Ole
and Britha. His second wife was Rannvei 0. Nesthus. Our grandmother, Guri Nilson Midthun Styve, was their
daughter.

Ole Olson Nesthus, son of Ole Pederson Nesthus, married a widow from Tren.

Ole Olson Styve was born in Evanger, Voss, Norway on February 10, 1815. He grew up on his father's "gaard"
Styve, and being the oldest son, later became its owner. He married Guri Nilson Midthun, the youngest daughter of
Nils Olson Midthun and Rannvei Olson Nesthus. Guri was born in Voss, Norway on October 5, 1817. Five children
were born in Norway, the two oldest, Ole and Rannvei, being twins. In 1850 the farm was sold to the only sister,
Gertrud, and the family emigrated. Three years were spent in the large settlement from Voss, Norway in Dane
County, Wisconsin. During this time a pair of twins, Lars and Martha, was born, but they died shortly after birth. The
family now decided to come further west and moved with oxen and on foot to Winneshiek County, lowa. A farm was
bought in the Swedish settlement near Calmar, where on June 15, 1854 daughter Martha was born. In 1857 a final
move was made to Bancroft, Minnesota. Here a permanent home was established. At first this home consisted only
of a dugout in a sidehill, but before long a fairly large and comfortable frame building was erected. In fact, this was
one of the best homes in the community at that time, which, no doubt, accounts for the fact that this became the
place where most of the services were held till a church was built. Here the children all grew to maturity, and here
grandmother passed away in 1872.

In 1873 the daughter, Ingeborg and her husband, Thorbjorn Tvedtstul bought the old homestead. On
September 1, 1874, grandfather married Mrs. Gunhild Olson and bought a home one mile north of Albert Lea,
Minnesota. Later this was sold and a few years were spent in Minnehaha County, South Dakota. But grandfather's
last years were lived at the old home. He passed away peacefully on August 28, 1901 and was laid to rest in the old
cemetery at Central Freeborn, which he had helped to establish in the pioneer days. Grandfather and Grandmother,
children and several grandchildren are all sleeping their last long sleep in the hallowed spot, which was the only
pleasant glade in the forest when these people arrived there seventy five years earlier.

Grandmother did not live to any great age. She died the 19th of August, 1872 at the age of 54 years. That
was not a great span, but long enough to live through a great many sad and glad experiences. She shared the
hardships of pioneer days in three states, Wisconsin, lowa and Minnesota. She had the great sorrow of burying her
twin babies in a strange land, and of seeing her oldest son march off to war; but she also had the great joy of seeing
him return four years later, ill and worn, but safe. She saw all her children grow up and established in their own
homes, and a half dozen grandchildren born. None of these were old enough to have any memories of their
grandmother when she died. But Mrs. Anna Midthun Olson writes of her: "She was a wonderful woman, and had a
great deal of influence for good over her children. God blessed her with dutiful sons and daughters. My father, her
brother, thought she was about perfect.”

Ole 0. Styve was born on May 7, 1842 in Voss, Norway. With his parents he came to this country in 1850,
living in Dane County, Wisconsin for three years, in Winneshiek County, lowa for four years, and finally locating with
the rest of the family on a pre-emption claim in Bancroft, Minnesota in 1857. Two years later, Ole, who was then 17
years old, returned to Wisconsin and worked in the saw mills and pineries until the war broke out between the North
and South in 1861. He enlisted in Co. K, 5th Wisconsin Infantry on May 13th, 1861 at Menominee, and proved his
patriotism by serving till the close of the war, being mustered out in 1865. He then came home and helped his parents
with work on the farm until his marriage in 1868 to Miss Ingeborg Bottolfson on the 20th of December. The marriage
was performed by Rev. E. Wulfsberg. The first five years after marriage they made their home with Mrs. Styve@
parents, after which they procured their own home. Here i KS& f A @S R sdeytli Eléven anMdten weré & @S Q
born to this union, three who died in infancy - Lars Martinus, Henry and a baby (name not known); and Lucy, Gertrude,
Oscar, Gilbert, Peter, Alice, Joseph and Isabelle.

Mrs. Ingeborg Bottolfson Styve was born on May 31, 1848 in Vik, Sogn, Norway of the parents Guttorm
Bottolfson and Anna Bottolfson, nee - Wange. With them she emigrated to America at the age of six years, landing in
June, 1854. They lived at Capron, Boone County, Illinois for a year, whereupon they moved to Freeborn County,
Minnesota, travelling the entire distance in covered wagons drawn by oxen. They settled on the family homestead in
Bancroft, where Ingeborg grew to the state of womanhood under the hardships of pioneer life and in the constant
danger and dread of Indian Massacres. At the age of 14 she was confirmed by Rev. G. L. Clausen. Together with a few
other pupils, she received her elementary instruction in English from Mr. Samuel Batchelder at his farm home in
Itasca, which later became the Wedge Nursery Farm. Mr. Batchelder was at that time County Superintendent of
Schools. She completed her education in the Albert Lea Schools, after which she taught in the rural schools. One of
her terms she taught in the rural school in the old log school house, Dist. No. 58. In 1912, after Mr. Styve's death, Mrs.
Styve sold the farm and bought a home in Albert Lea where she remained until she moved to the Twin Cities to make
her home with her daughters. She died at the hone of Mr. and Mrs. Charles G. Lembke on Palm Sunday morning, April
10, 1927. She rests in the Central Freeborn Cemetery beside her husband and four children, who have gone before
her.

The record of Mr. Ole 0. Styve in the army of this country was most honorable, and he has ever been a
patriotic citizen. His personal character and integrity have been above reproach, and he has enjoyed the confidence
and respect of the entire community. Few men have had a longer and finer army record. He took up arms at the first
call of his adopted country and remained at his post of duty until his country no longer needed his services in the field.
He participated in many battles and was wounded three times. Among the most important engagements that he took
part in were Antietam, Gettysburg and Wilderness. At the last battle he received wounds which gave him trouble all
of his life. His comrades of the G.A.R. Corps attended his burial in a body.

Ingeborg 0. Styve was born in Voss, Norway on November 6, 1848. Coming to Freeborn County so early in its
history, she, of course, grew up under pioneer conditions, as did all other young people in the community. But Aunt
Ingeborg must have had more than average ambition, for at any rate, after "working out” in Albert Lea for a while, she
entered the public school there, and so had what was then very unusual among the children of Norwegian emigrants,
a term or two of City School. The Styve sisters were known as the Norwegian Beauties among the "Yankees", but
Ingeborg's special name was the "Norwegian Rose," - the Queen. Those of the Clan who have known Aunt Ingeborg in
her last years only can not form an adequate picture of her exceptionally fine personality, as when she was in her
prime. Highly gifted by nature - both physically and intellectually - public spirited, sympathetic, always ready to lend a
helping hand, "Ingeborg Styve", as everyone called her, seemed like a public character, and altogether indispensable
as such.

There was no place we children loved to visit better than at Aunt and Uncle Tvedtstul's. Although they had
no children of their own, their home was by no means a childless home; for if we of the family - nieces and nephews -
were not there, some poor homeless waif would find a home with them for months and even years, at a time. They
did take a motherless infant for their own, but to their grief, he did not live to be very old. As age came on. Aunt
Ingeborg's mind became clouded and her life was very much saddened. At the last, however, she became like a little
child, easily pleased and easily grieved. She died on December 29, 1932 at the home of her nephew, Theodore Bugge,
whose wife and daughters did so much to make her last months happy in spite of helplessness. She was laid to rest on
New Year's Day in the Family Lot waiting for its first occupant at the Central Lutheran Church.

Thorbjorn H. Tvedtstul was the oldest son of Halvor and Aslaug Aaby Tvedtstul. He was born in Tinn,
Telemarken, Norway on September 27, 1845. He came with his parents to Freeborn County in 1862. The family
bought the land known now as the Seitner farm, immediately west of the old Bugge place. Here he lived until his
marriage to Miss Ingeborg Styve on June 12, 1873. They bought the old Styve homestead and remained there until
1901 when they purchased a home in North Albert Lea where they lived until the last years of their lives when they
both became too ill and feeble to care for themselves.

After his wife's death. Uncle Thorbjorn lived with relatives near Albert Lea. His health gradually failed and on
April 23, 1933 he passed away at the home of a nephew, Mr. Edward Juve. He, too, was laid to rest in the Family Lot
at the Central Lutheran Church beside his wife.
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MR. AND MRS. HALVOR T. BUGGE

Halvor Thomason Bugge was born June 23, 1838 in Aardal, Sogn, Norway. Here he grew up with the usual
advantages of the children of the "bonder" of Norway of that day - ability to read, write a letter, and as much figuring
as life of that day and place required. At the age of 15 years, he left home as an emigrant, together with a cousin. The
journey to the new land was long and hard; they spent 14 weeks on a small sailing vessel in crossing the Atlantic. They
came to Dane County where so many of the Norwegian emigrants had settled. After five years, Halvor and a friend
went in search of further adventure. After sailing down the east and up the west coasts of America, rounding Cape
Horn in so doing, they decided to try California. Unlike most of the men who came there in those days, they were not
in search of gold in the raw, but spent eight years in the great forests of that part of the country, after which they
agreed to return to the Middle West. Halvor visited a married sister in Freeborn County, Minnesota, bought the farm
owned by the Frosts, and settled down. In May, 1870 he was married to Mss Martha Styve, raised a family of eight
children and spent the rest of his life there. It might be interesting to note that what later became the Bugge farm had
been given to Mr. Benjamin Frost in recognition of "outstanding valor" in the Mexican War. The old farm has now
been sold, after having been in the possession of the family for 75 years. Halvor Bugge died October 31, 1925.

Martha Styve Bugge was born June 15, 1854 at Calmar, lowa. At the age of three she came with the family to
the new settlement in Bancroft Township, Minnesota. At first they lived in a dug-out. One of Martha's earliest
memories was of a visit of a Lutheran pastor. Rev. Dietrichson; this was while they were still living in the dug-out.
After a years time they were fortunate in being able to buy a building which had been erected for business purposes at
a place now occupied by the Bancroft creamery. It was hoped at that time that it might become a town site. That did
not materialize. Grandfather bought the house and had it moved on the farm, and in this way the family acquired a
home which was considered very good at the time. Here the Styve children grew up and this was the home we older
grandchildren delighted to visit. Because the accommodations were better than in those of the average pioneer home
in the community were, this, no doubt, was the reason why many of the early pastors made Grandfather's place their
headquarters. Confirmands from near and far came here to get their instruction for confirmation; young people came
to be married, parents brought their little ones for baptism, often several from the same family. Services and
parochial school were conducted under those grand old oaks. Several of the Styve children were confirmed there.
Martha belonged to the first class confirmed in the new church ¢ a class of 68. She was married at the age of 16 in
May, 1870 to Mr. Halvor Bugge. She moved into the log house on the Frost farm and here she spent the rest of her
life. A new house was built in 1897. Martha Styve Bugge died on Christmas morning, 1938.

The eight children born to Halvor and Martha Bugge are: Nels Ole Andreas, Severine Gustine, Theodore
Wilhelm, Henry Oliver, Thorbjorn Emin, Carl Adolph John, Aase Charlotte and Herman Walter.

Severine Gustine, the oldest daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Halvor T. Bugge of Bancroft was born November 22,
1871. She was baptized on New Year's Day, 1872, making her advent into the church for the first time a memorable
one by being tipped out of the sleigh at the church gate. She went to school in the old .school house by the parsonage
where Mr. L. J. Aga taught for so many years. She was confirmed by Rev. J. Th. Ylvisaker in the West Freeborn Church.
She attended the Albert Lea High School. Beginning in 1889 she taught in the rural schools of Freeborn and Norman
Counties in Minnesota and in Richland County of North Dakota. In 1899 and 1900 she attended the Lutheran Normal
School at Sioux Fells, South Dakota. The following years were spent mostly in Pope County, Minnesota where she
taught in the Cyrus Schools. OnJuly 5, 1908 she was married to Rev. Carl B. Ingebrigtson in the Central Freeborn
Church by Rev. H. J. Strand.

Carl B. Ingebrigtson was born May 27, 1869 in Riceland, Freeborn County, Minnesota of the parents Knut
Ingebrigtson and Sigrid Hopperstead Ingebrigtson. He was baptized and confirmed in the old octagonal log church in
Bancroft. He received his education in the public schools, Luther Academy, Willmar Seminary and Institute, Luther
College and the Luther Theological Seminary at Robbinsdale, Minnesota. On June 27, 1897 he was ordained minister
of the Gospel at Lake Park, Minnesota by Rev. 0. P. Vangsness, Vice-president of the Minnesota District of the
Norwegian Synod. Rev. Ingebrigtson's first charge was at Rockford, Washington. He has served as pastor at Wheaton,
Minneapolis and Rochester, Minnesota and Scholsmaid, Robinson and Leonard, North Dakota. The pioneer work at
Scholsmaid and adjacent territory was most interesting and strenuous. That section of the state was being settled by
home-settlers at that time; it was the formative period of those western communities. Rev. Ingebrigtson, therefore,
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had an active part in organizing new churches, aiding in the civic affairs. He served as President of the Dovre
Consolidated Schools for nine years. He will always remember the years spent in the western part of North Dakota as
the most interesting and satisfactory period of his ministry. In December, 1927 he took over the parish at Lakota,
North Dakota, living in Michigan, N. Dak. for seven years and in Lakota for three years. After ten years in this large
parish which consisted of six churches, he felt he was unable to carry the heavy load any longer, so planned to retire at
the end of the year 1937. However, he was asked to supply in Williston, N. Dak. during the pastor's leave of absence,
and served there till the following June. Then he was tendered a call of two small-town churches, Montpelier and
Ypsilanti, south of Jamestown, N. Dak, Here the couple remained the next three years. Then they felt they were really
ready to retire - they packed their belongings and moved to Moorhead, Minnesota to live with their son. Dr. E. I.
Ingebrigtson, but at this time he was asked to serve as supply pastor in the Norman parish near Kindrid, N. Dak. The
pastor was ill, and later died, so Carl continued to serve at Kindrid for ten months, when they secured their own
pastor. At this juncture he was called upon to serve as assistant pastor in the Oliver Church at Moorhead, Rev. J. M.
Moe, pastor. Here he confined to serve through the war period - five years. He finally retired the first of July, 1947,
having then been in the Lord's vineyard for fifty years. The Olivet Church tendered him and his wife a wonderful
reception and presented them with a nice gift of money. Since then he has been called upon occasionally to help out
in the two cities - Moorhead and Fargo - where he and his wife make their home with Dr. and Mrs. Ernest K.
Ingebrigtson.

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THE NELS 0. MIDTHDN FAMILY HISTORY
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(As Contributed )

"The name of our father was Nels Midthun and he was born at Koshkonong, Dane County Wisconsin on
September 18, 1853. His parents were Ole and Aagot Midthun. His father took a homestead in Freeborn County,
Minnesota and the family moved there when father was only a little boy. Here he spent his childhood and youth until
he approached the age of twenty. He attended the common school until the age of confirmation. He was confirmed
by Rev. E. Wulfsberg. During his Leisure time he studied by himself, being especially fond of mathematics, reading and
music. His mother taught him many songs and hymns in the Norwegian language, which he later taught his own
children.

At the age of twenty-one he went to what was then called "VestenZ inplying the Western Frontier. The only
possessions he had he carried in a small satchel and in his pocket he had only a few dollars. He secured work on the
Great Northern Railroad, which was then being built through Minnesota. Later he filed on a homestead in Flon,
Norman County. He was married to Anna Turine Thompson, who had moved with her parents to that part of the
"West" the previous year. She was born in Freeborn County on August 4, 1857. Her parents were Thor and Taran
Thompson (Bamle), and they were both from Telemarken, Norway. They were young people when they came here
and were married in this country. Mother was confirmed by Rev. E. Wulfsberg in the "Midtre" Freeborn Congregation.
In the summer of 1874 a company, consisting of her parents, brothers and sisters and the H. Tvetstulen family moved
in covered wagons to Norman County. With them they brought household goods, cattle and mules and the journey
consumed about four weeks. Mother often spoke of this journey as one of the happiest and most interesting episodes
of her life.

Our parents were married by Rev. K. Bjorgo in the Wild Rice Congregation. They lived with mother's parents
on their homestead in Flom Township, Norman County for the first two years of their marriage. Their oldest son, Olaf
Theodore was born there on October 6, 1877 and he was baptized by Rev. K. Bjorgo in the Wild Rice Lutheran Church.
On December 14., 1876 mother and father moved to their own homestead where a one-room dugout or cellar had
been built. This was their home for four years and here three daughters were born, namely, Tina Agatha, born
December 15, 1878 and baptized by Rev. K. Bjorgo; Ellen Marie, born October 16, 1880 and Emma Regina, born
January 2, 1882, both baptized by Rev. Sagen.

In the summer of 1883 a two-room, one and a half story frame house was built. This was enlarged later and
was our parent's home for more than forty years.

Our parents were members of the Wild Rice Church of the N. E. L. Synod, from the time they established their
home until 1912 when they transferred their membership to the Aspelund Church, because the later was closer at
hand. Father was trustee in the Wild Rice Church part of the time. He also helped organize Flom Township and served
as town clerk and assessor for many years. At One time he held the office of the County Treasurer of Norman County.
He was one of the organizers of the school district in which he lived and helped to build the first school house, which
was a log building. He served as a member of the school board until leaving the farm. Father was also a charter
member of the Flom Insurance Company.

Most of our neighbors were foreign born Scandinavians. Often father was called upon to write letters to
Norway for these neighbors, or to do other correspondence for them in the English language. These services rendered
our neighbors by our father inspired us children with a respect and esteem for him which we never lost.

Upon retiring from farming, Mother and Father moved to Twin Valley where they lived three and one-half
years. Here they became members of the Zion Lutheran Church, served by Rev. Aanestad. When father's health
began to fail, they moved to Grand Forks, North Dakota to live with their daughter, Clara and son-in-law. Rev. S. L.
Tallakson. Father died there on January 3, 1924 and was buried at Twin Valley. On January 20, 1927 mother died at
the home of Rev. Tallakson, who was then pastor in Thief River Falls, Minnesota. Mother was laid to rest by father's
side in Twin Valley, Minnesota.

Besides those already mentioned, there were five sons and four daughters born to the Midthuns while they
lived on the homestead. They are:

Henry John, born November 5, 1883 and baptized by Rev. H. Johnson and confirmed by Rev. J. R. Vaaler. He
attended the Moorhead Normal School for some time and graduated from the commercial department of the Grand
Forks College. He taught a few terms in the rural schools of Norman County and later became assistant cashier in a
bank in Twin Valley. He served in that capacity also in Charlson, North Dakota, at Flom and Winger, Minnesota. He
was married to Mollie Fadness of Winger in 1925 by Rev. S. L. Tallakson at Grand Forks, North Dakota and went to live
in Winger. Henry's hobby was writing poetry.
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Nels Midthun, Jr. was born August 28, 1885, baptized by Rev. H. J. Johnson and confirmed by Rev. J. R. Vaaler.
He married Miss Clara Haugo, who was born May 5, 1892 in Goodhue County, Minnesota. She was baptized by Rev. J.
N. Kildal and confirmed by Rev. A. Hauge. She attended the Agricultural College at St. Paul, Minn. Nels and Clara were
married November 18, 1919 and they farmed the Midthun Homestead for several years. With his health failing, Nels
sold out and went to Minneapolis to secure medical aid, but he died a few days after arriving there. He was buried at
Twin Valley on November 22, 1920.

They had one child, Naomi, born August 6, 1920. She was baptized by Rev. Opdal of the Aspelund Church.
She and her mother made their home with the grandparents near Kenyon, Minnesota after the father's death.

Minnie Annette Midthun, born January 14, 1889, was baptized by Rev. H. Johnson and confirmed by Rev. J. R.
Vaaler. She was graduated from Moorhead State Teacher's College and taught in the rural schools of Clay and
Norman Counties as well as in the graded schools of Fertile and Thief River Falls, Minnesota. She was married to Mr.
Henry Hellerud of Twin Valley, Minnesota, who was in the clothing business with his father, H. J. Hellerud. Minnie
died after an operation for appendicitis in the Crookston Hospital on October 24, 1922. There were no children.

Clara Sophia Midthun, born May 11, 1891, was baptized by Rev. H. Johnson and confirmed by Rev. J. R.
Vaaler. She attended the Luther Academy one year and later Sioux Falls Normal School. She was graduated from
there in 1909 and later attended Moorhead Normal School. She taught in the consolidated school at Scholsmade,
North Dakota. She also taught parochial school at Charlson, North Dakota and Twin Valley and Beaudette, Minnesota.
In the summer of 1913 she was married to Rev. S. L. Tallakson, who was then pastor at Roseau, Minnesota and
vicinity.

Rev. S. L. Tallakson is a son of Nels Tallakson of Willmar, Minnesota and he served as Lutheran pastor at
Roseau, Minnesota, Chicago, Illinois, Grand Forks, North Dakota, Thief River Falls and Fergus Falls, Minnesota.

Rev. and Mrs. Tallakson have two adopted children: Helen Ann, born in Chicago, lllinois and James Midthun,
born in Minneapolis, Minnesota.

Carl Alfred Midthun, born January 20, 1887, was baptized by Rev. H. Johnson and confirmed by Rev. J. R.
Vaaler. He worked on the farm at home and later near Ray, North Dakota. He later farmed at McKinzie County, North
Dakota.

Oscar Marvin Midthun, born May 1, 1893, died in August, 1895.

Nora Elvina Midthun was born November 2, 1894 and died in October, 1896. Both Oscar and Nora Elvina
were baptized by Rev. J. R. Vaaler and also buried by him.

Marvin Newton Midthun, born November 21, 1896, was baptized by Rev. J. R. Vaaler in the Wild Rice Church
and confirmed by Rev. B. J. Larson in the Aspelund Church. He was graduated from the Detroit Lakes High School. He
entered the U.S. Navy as a volunteer in the World War | in June, 1918, and also served with the Marines, being
honorably discharged for Christmas, 1919. After his return, he attended business college at the North Dakota
University. He was married to Astrid Torgrimson on July 12, 1921 at Grand Forks, Minnesota by Rev. H. G. Stub, an
uncle of the bride. Newton served as assistant cashier of the bank of Flom for a time, but later farmed the home farm
for several years. Later he was buttermaker at the Knerr Creamery at Valley City, North Dakota.

There were three children born to Mr. and Mrs. Marvin Newton Midthun: Mary Anna, John David and Ruth
Elizabeth.

Mary Midthun, daughter of Newton and Astrid Midthun, graduated from high school at Fergus Falls in 1941
and from the Deaconess Hospital School of Nursing in 1945.

Thelma Beatrice Midthun, born February 8, 1903, was baptized by Rev. J. K. Valler in the Wild Rice Church and
was confirmed by Rev. B. J. Larson. She graduated from the Twin Valley High School and. the University of North
Dakota.

She has been employed as teacher of History at Park Region Lutheran College for one year; has served, as
assistant County Superintendent of Otter Tail County during several summers; and has taught in the High School at
Powers Lake, North Dakota. She has made her home with the Rev. Tallaksons when not teaching.

Ellen Marie Midthun was confirmed by Rev. J. R. Vaaler. She attended the Ada Public school and served her-
dressmaking apprenticeship in Ada, Minnesota. She was fond of house work and home life, and was the mainstay of
her mother, serving the home folks cheerfully and patiently. She died of anemia at home on June 15, 1919.

Emma Regina Midthun was confirmed by Rev. J. R. Vaaler. She attended the Ada public school, Moorhead
State Teacher's College and the University of North Dakota. She taught for twenty-six years in the schools of
Minnesota and North Dakota. Among the schools she has taught are: Wild Rice Children's home, Lake Park Children's
Home, Perley and Shelly -- all in Minnesota.

On August 22, 1934 she was married to Mr. John Rovang. They made their home in Fergus Falls, Minnesota
where Mr. Rovang had a music and jewelry store. Mr. Rovang died on February 18, 1938 at St. Luke's Hospital in
Fergus Falls after a short illness. After his passing, Emma made her home with her sister and brother-in-law, Rev. and
Mrs. S. L. Tallakson.

Both Ellen and Emma proved up homesteads in McKenzie County, North Dakota. While doing so, Emma
taught nine months of school, walking the distance of three miles to her school from her homestead. Both the girls
cooked in a cookcar one fall while proving their claims. They experienced such pioneer thrills as prairie fires and snow
storms. One cold winter day Emma went to visit E11en after a week of exceedingly bitter winter. Upon reaching the
shack, she found it locked, but thinking she had gone to our home, she came here. Her alarm knew no bounds on
finding that Ellen had not been there since before the storm, and our consternation was great at learning that her
door had been found locked. The Rev. Buckneberg and a neighbor went to search for her. They broke open her door
but found no clue. They then drove to a neighboring rancher. There they found Ellen busy making sausage and
"blodklub" for Christmas. They immediately picked her up and carried her with them home. Great was their joy that
evening. Upon retiring from teaching, Emma was very active in church work and in helping her sister, Clara, as well as
nursing her invalid brother, Theodore.

Olaf Theodore Midthun was an invalid for over twenty-five years. He was confirmed by Rev. H. Johnson.
After finishing grammar school he worked at farming until his health failed. Many cures were tried for him, but
nothing availed, so he resigned his fate and with calm and cheerful fortitude, awaited his relief, which came after
having made his home with his sister, Clara and her husband. Rev. Tallakson, for many years.

Tina Agatha Midthun was confirmed with her brother, Theodore, by Rev. H. Johnson on June 4, 1892. She
attended the Ada Public School and the Moorhead Teacher's College. She taught in the schools of Norman, Clay and
Pope County, Minnesota for ten years. She was married to Rev. Ingval Buckneberg on July 5, 1908 by Rev. J. R. Vaaler.

Rev. I. Buckneberg was born at Buckneberg near Stavanger, Norway. He came to Inwood, lowa as a young
man. He served as pioneer Lutheran pastor in Williams, War, and McKinzie Counties, North Dakota. In later years he
served as field worker for the Wild Rice and Lake Park Children's Homes.

Rev. Buckneberg passed away in 1948 at the St. Peter's Hospital after a week's iliness of cancer. He is buried
in the Forest Vale Cemetery near Helena, Montana.

Rev. and Mrs. Buckneberg had one daughter, Mildred Agatha.

Mildred Agatha, daughter of Rev. Ingval and Tina Buckneberg, was born March 4, 1909. She graduated from
the high school at Ray, North Dakota and Concordia College of Moorhead. She taught school at Bowden, North
Dakota and Outlook, Montana. On June 25, 1940 she was married to Mr. Alexander Swaney. They made their home
at Helena, Montana.

Alexander Grant Swaney is employed at Helena, Montana as the Chief Agent of the Right of Way Department
of the Montana State Highway Commission. The following is an extraction from the Montana State Highway
magazine: "Grant was born in Kalispell, Montana, where his family were pioneers. He was educated in the University
of Montana and Edinburgh University. He served in the U.S. Consular Service for seven years at Edinburgh, Scotland,
and at Cheefs, Canton and several other points in China for six years. He went to the Mexican border with the 2nd
Montana Unit in 1916 and served with the 41st Division from 1917 to 1919, coming home from overseas as a Captain.
He is a member of the Montana Bar. This versatile gentlemen canoes in the summer time, coasts on the bed slats with
the Krokinal wave during the winter and wallows in photography at all seasons.
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A Daughter came to share their home on May 9, 1944. She was given the name Alexandra Mary Mildred.

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Faith Is His Victory

Crippled for 28 Years, Yet Smiling

It was one of those lovely days in
carly fall. In the morning there was

a hint in the air of coming winter,
. _but now toward noon the sunshine

was caressingly warm and pleasant.

It was good to be alive, to walk

briskly under the sweeping branches

of the elm trees, and to greet
friends and acquaintances. Every-
body seemed happy that day.

The next minute we stepped into

a room at the Deaconess Home and

Hospital to call on a man who is

being cared for there on behalf of

the Ebenezer Home Society. He has
been unable to walk for 28 years or
~ to tise_his hagdsTor four years. We
walked slowly into the room.
There, propped up in bed, was a
¢man with a very handsome face.
When introduced to Mr. O. Theo-
dore Midthun, he smiled a winsome
‘smile. Oh, yes, he had heard of us
and had read a good deal of what
we had written.

He made no effort to extend his
hand. Both hands were pitifully
agnarled and twisted.
¥ "We were simply amazed that a

man who must have suffered so

much could look so cheerful and be
so cheerful. How little it takes the
rest of us to be sour and grouchy.

No, he had no objection to let us
write his story for Ebenezer Quar-
terly. He was very grateful to Ebe-
nezer Home Society for caring for
him here at the Deaconess Home
and Hospital since December, 1937.
“Anything done for Ebenezer,” he
said, “is done for God.”

Olaf Theodore, son of Mr. and
Mrs. Nels O. Midthun, was born on
a farm in Norman County, Minn.,
62 years ago. At the age of 26 he
was attacked by inflammatory rheu-
matism and arthritis. At first he
could walk a bit on crutches, but
Jater he had been confined to a bed
or a wheel chair. For a long time the
pain was almost unbearable and he
could not stand to have people come
near him. He had tried all kinds of
doctors and medicines, had been to
Hot Springs and several hospitals,
but of no lasting help.

Perhaps the hardest trial was that
he could not read or use his hands
when he had his meals. Radio helped
some by bringing him news from
near and far, but it was not like
reading the papers.

Before coming to the Deaconess
Home and Hospital he had stayed
fifteen years with Rev. and Mrs. S.
L. Tallakson, first in Grand Forks,

N. Dak., then in Thief River Falls,
Minn,, and finally in Fergus Falls,
Minn. Mrs. Tallakson was his sister.
“They were wonderful to me,” he
said warmly.

Asked if he had known Dr. O. M.
Haugan in Fergus Falls, he said that
he had died before he came there,
but he had often heard B. B. Haugan
in Heiberg Park. He was personally
acquainted with Mr. J. F. Heiberg,
the well-known temperance worker.

“Was it not hard for you to be-
come reconciled to your condition ?”

Yes, it had taken some time before
he could believe that God had a pur-
pose with him. The thought came
to him that he must be a very sinful
man.

When we remarked that if God
should deal wiih the rest of us ac-
cording to our sins, we would prob-
ably be still worse off than he, he
smiled.

Looking up he said with glad as-
surance, “God knows what is best.”

After a while he added, “I am cer-
tainly grateful to Ebenezer for what
they are doing for me. People are
getting splendid care there too. It is
a wonderful mission.”

Coming to his spiritual experi-
ences he said that he had been con-
firmed and was a church member,
but it had not meant very much to
him. When sickness and suffering
came upon him, the Word of God
became a new word to him. He came

into the personal knowledge of sal-
vation. Now he could appreciate
and see God's way. When he was
well he did not find time to read the
Bible. )

“If T had not lost my health, I
might have lost cternal happiness.”

“What part of the Bible appeals to
vou mostly >”

“Job,” came the swift answer. “I
have read the book several times. It
gave me something to think about.”

When we cams back to our room
we turned the pages of Job and read
a bit here and there. Then we
stopped all of a sudden at this verse:
“I have heard of thee by the hearing
of the ear, but now my eye seeth
thee”

When still a young man, Mr. Mid-
thun had to pay am-efiormous price,
but he found a precious pearl.<After
days and nights of darkness and de-
spair, he can now say, “Now my eye
seeth Thee.”

In days of old another man had to
go through great trials and tribula-
tions, but he endured, he did not lose
courage, he could still carry on.
Why?

“For he (Moscs) endured as see-
ing Him Who is invisible.” Who
is invisible? God. God was so real_*
to Moses as though he saw Him with
his physical eyes. For that reason he
endured.

Blessed, indeed, are those who
“sce” God. And blessed are those of
us who have the privilege of meet-
ing such people. It sometimes looks
as if God had turned His back upon
humanity and had taken His Holy
Spirit away from us, but when we
see how He works faith and patience
and fortitude in the souls of broken
bodies, then we take new courage
and thank Him for His presence and
power.

What powerful preachers these
people are who “se¢” God! When
we said goodbye to the smiling Mr.
Midthun we felt that we had been
in the Holy of Holies. We had seen
God at work.
